Fruit for the 2008 Razor's Edge Shiraz has been sourced from some of
the premiere vineyards of McLaren Vale. Comparisons have always been
made between the Mediterranean climate and the seasonal weather of
McLaren Vale. Warm, sunny days during the peak of summer are
tempered by fresh sea breezes from the nearby Gulf of St Vincent
coupled with the strong 'gully winds' travelling from the Adelaide Hills
to the coastal flats. This daily weather pattern is ideally suited to the
science of grape growing, and Shiraz is the jewel among McLaren Vale
grape varieties. Our fruit is primarily sourced from the sub-regions of
Willunga, grey clay soils with patches of red earth over limestone, and
Blewett Springs, deep sandy soils producing wonderfully soft, luscious
and fruity wines.

The aroma of this heady shiraz reveals intense blackberry fruits, hints
of spice and fresh black licorice. Rich, ripe plum coupled with blackberry
flavours abound on the pal
